Lenten Regulations (from March 14th, 2018, Ash Wednesday, to the Paschal Triduum)      
 
Abstinence from meat is to be observed by all Catholics 14 years old and older on Ash Wednesday and on all the 
Fridays of Lent. Fasting is to be observed on Ash Wednesday by all Catholics who are 18 years of age but not yet 
59. Those who are bound by this may take only one full meal. Two smaller meals are permitted if necessary to 
maintain strength according to one‘s needs, but eating solid foods between meals is not permitted.  The special 
Paschal fast, as well as abstinence, are prescribed for Good Friday and encouraged for Holy Saturday.    
 
Ash Wednesday announcement from archdiocese 
 
This year, the largely secular celebration of Valentine's Day (Feb. 14) coincides with Ash Wednesday and some have 
inquired if a dispensation from the obligations to fast and abstain from meat will be given. 
 
Catholics throughout the world recognize Ash Wednesday as the solemn beginning of a period of prayerful reflection and 
penance, as is evident by the large number of churchgoers on this day. 
 
In view of the significance of Ash Wednesday the obligation of fast and abstinence must naturally be the priority in the 
Catholic community. Valentine's Day can appropriately be celebrated the Tuesday before Ash Wednesday, which also 
happens to be Mardi Gras, a traditionally festive time before beginning our Lenten observance.
